Program Management Projects 
 
• In the Spring of 2024, I successfully collaborated with the New Mexico Public Education Department (PED) to include 

agricultural education student teachers in a state sponsored program that provides a $12,000 stipend to each student, a $1,000 
stipend to their cooperating teacher, and a $1,000 stipend to the school principal. This program will continue throughout 
subsequent student teaching cohorts.  

 
• In the Summers of 2024 and 2025, I successfully planned a professional development for agricultural educators called the “Tour 

of Southwest Agriculture.” This professional development opportunity provided educators with a unique perspective on 
agriculture from a different region in the U.S. Overall, 34 individuals (educators and their families) from seven states– Alabama, 
Kansas, Indiana, Illinois, Utah, Nevada, and Arizona– have attended the event. 

 
• In 2024, I developed a new course (ACES 1130, Agricultural Industry Certifications) that provides academic credit for prior 

learning through industry certifications. Students can utilize this course if they gain an industry-aligned certification through a 
third-party, such as iCEV.
